The production, processing, marketing, distribution, financing, and development of agricultural commodities and re-   
sources including food, fiber, wood products, natural resources, horticulture, and other plant and animal products/re- 
sources.

Architecture & Construction
Careers in designing, planning, managing, building and maintaining the built environment.

Arts, A/V Technology & Communications 
Designing, producing, exhibiting, performing, writing, and publishing multimedia content including visual and performing   
arts and design, journalism, and entertainment services.

Business Management & Administration
Business Management and Administration careers encompass planning, organizing, directing and evaluating business  
functions essential to efficient and productive business operations.
